In Jolly 
Phonics, we started with the letter “s”, learning the song, action and created a snake with dough!  We also attempted 
to write our names and assemble them in the correct order again after it was cut up. 
Math – We choose our favorite transport and graphed our information onto a graph with pictures.  Our counting skills 
were put to a test as we searched for wheels of various transport in a math activity. 
Art – Traffic lights, various transports collage were some of the art activities we made.  Working as a group, we 
created a transport quilt and painted boxes and designed them to look like cars, motorbikes & vans as these would be 
used as props for our “Garage Shop” next week.  We also made signs, car parts like dash board to complement our 
garage.  
Music & Movement - We had a wonderful time dancing to songs like “A little bicycle” and took turns to be the bicycle 
and the bell.  Next we pretended to be different colors on the traffic light and moved according to our colors.  (Red 
stop, green go, yellow very slow)
